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Demographics 
The North district has over 
31,000 residents. It has the 
smallest proportion of seniors of 
any district at 8.5% of the 
population. Like the Niagara 
district, North district residents 
represent a wide range of racial 
and ethnic identities. Half 
identify as white, while one in 
five identify as Black or African 
American, about 10% identify 
as Asian, and over 20% identify 

as another race or multiracial.6 
The district has the second 
largest Hispanic/Latinx 
population of all City districts at 
21.0%,7 and the largest 
multiracial population (7.5%). 
Following Niagara, North has 
the second largest percentage of 
residents born outside the U.S. 
(16.9%). This district also has 
the second largest percentage of 
residents who speak a language 
other than English at home: 
31.6%.
